No one walks in the door of a church on Sunday morning accidentally.  They have come for a 
reason………….  It has been said there are only two activities a church needs to undertake: to 
comfort the afflicted and afflict the comfortable………………. 
 
In 2009 Lewis Memorial has created a God centered circle, a circle that is strong and faith based.  
A circle that continues to grow, changing shape yes, but always a circle of love.  The members 
that create this circle nurture those within but continue to reach out and encircle those outside our 
walls.

Our Worship and Spiritual growth, under Shelley’s guidance continues to grow with increased 
music (thanks Joan), plays, puppets and ever increasing technological advancements (thanks 
Shawn, Sandra, and others).  Our new banners add inspiration to all and the Women’s Breakfasts 
have been very well attended. The “Saving Jesus” study group started meeting in November. 
 
Outreach with groups interacting with our building has continued to grow.  Rising Sun Worship, 
coffee get together at Glenmeade III and the Appreciation dinner, all outreach activities as well. 
 
“2009”  saw many very successful fundraising endeavors; turkey and ham dinner suppers, Book 
and Christmas sale and the Artisan’s Array. 
 
The Visioning process, with Joel’s leadership, was a worthwhile process defining but at the same 
time re-defining our Mission statement. 
 
I do not know where to begin to thank everyone.  We have such a dedicated Board of wonderfully 
talented, people. Thank you. Thank you. Thank you.  Elinor, the Vice-Chair, has taken a real 
leadership role and has to be one of the hardest working “side-kicks”  a Chair could have!  Thank 
you to the M and P Committee for their tremendous dedication and wisdom.  Thank you Ida, for 
all the years of service as our Presbytery Rep.  Thank you to Shelley and Sandra---- the absolute 
hub of our wheel.

Minister’s Report -- 2009 
Love the Lord your God we all your heart, soul and mind and your neighbour as 

yourself – from Matt. 22:27-39 and our  M ission statement. 
 
 Yesterday was a Wednesday and I had the opportunity to show visitors to our 
Church around the building – not just once but twice.    I love doing that -- because the 
walls of these Church echo with the Ministry of Hospitality.  From carefully painted 
walls and the cozy corner upstairs to the renovations to the Community Room downstairs 
that build upon careful changes in previous years, our building conveys the message: ‘  
you are welcome here, come sit a while and be with God and a Community to whom you 
matter.’  
 
 We have been through a number of changes this year – a special dinner last winter 
to show the wider community the ministry we offer.  It was exciting for us to experience 
the enthusiasm of business people who didn’ t know our whole story:  that a small number 
of people can make a big difference in our community and we’ re ready to have others 
join us in making a difference.   Participation in a United Church’s Emerging Spirit 
conference by a team of eight and a Welcoming Conference by a team of two meant 
people came back with affirmations for the work we do and bright new ideas.  Members  
are taking pastoral care courses and together with others are applying their experience to 
reaching out to those within our congregation and beyond.   New equipment and new 
ideas helped us replace a traditional worship service at Oilf ields Hospital with a Spirit 
Moments program that is reaching more residents – even those with dementia --  and 
staff.  H1N1 provided us a new way to reach out to young Moms who in turn taught us 
about communicating with new technology like Facebook.  Our Visioning process with a 
task group of Board members and others outlined our importance in relationships and 
people and that visioning work will be ever evolving. 
 
 As United Church people traditionally uncomfortable with evangelism, we are 
learning how to share the vitality of our faith:  Young boys participating in the Rainbows 
grief program experienced the wonder of the Labyrinth.  Participants in a suicide 
prevention program used the candle table to hold up to God or the Higher Power they 
understood burdens of heavy situations they’d dealt with in their social service  work.  
We’ re learning to talk about God in our day-to-day conversations, inviting folks to walk 
the labyrinth with us or come to Church.  Or as one of you said to me recently:  “ My 
atheist friend is becoming reflective, Shelley.  Would you email that quote you used in 
the sermon on Sunday?  I’d like to pass it on to my friend.”  
 
 Ours is a living faith, experienced in and through the Living Christ who continues 
to walk with us.   I thank the Board leadership, Ministry and Personnel Committee, our 
conscientious Sandra Farr-Jones and all of you for your service and leadership who 
continue to listen to and respond to Christ amongst us.

DIAMOND VALLEY PASTORAL CHARGE     -                OUTREACH  2009 
 
United for Peace Campaign 
 This campaign is to establish a $2 million fund to support peace work in all parts of the 
globe.  Because the original idea was to establish a $1 million peace fund for work in Palestine 
and Israel, 50 per cent of dollars will go to peace initiatives in other parts of the world – including 
Canada.  This campaign continues until the end of 2009.  Please see Presbytery report for our 
contribution this year. 
Canadian Food Grains Bank 
 Thirteen different Canadian denominations have joined together to help alleviate the 
work hunger situation.  They raise money or encourage the raising of crops which can either be 
sent to needy countries or sold and the money is used to buy food in countries of need.  This is all 
looked after by representatives of the CFGB so that the people in need receive the help.  Please 
see Presbytery report for our contribution this year. 
Mission &  Service Fund 
 The United Church of Canada has a mission fund that congregations contribute to on a 
yearly basis.  From this fund, money is given to needy congregations to help them stay viable.  
Several years in the past Diamond Valley Pastoral Charge received funds to help us keep going.  
It is also used to help various groups around this country as well as giving help to other countries 
as they need it – especially in disaster situations.  Quite often the United Church is one of the first 
to give help.  See Presbytery report for our donation. 
Good Samari tan Fund 
 This is a fund within our church that supports our community neighbors in need – 
perhaps a job loss, a fire or sickness has brought someone to bad circumstances and sometimes 
transient people need a hand.  We also receive funds from the Diamond Valley Christmas 
Concert.  Thank you for your support. 
Jacket Racket 
 People donate gently used outer clothing for winter wear.  It is then given out to people 
who are in need of this clothing.  Many people helped this past year.  
L iteracy for L ife 
 Literacy for Li fe now rents one of our rooms.  They sponsor both the Rhythm & Rhyme 
Program and the Grade Equivalency Diploma Program here in this building as well.  Literacy 
gives people a better chance in life. 
Mothers’  Morning Out -  Moms and babies meet for interaction between each other. 
Food Bank – We rent them space and provide whatever support we can. 
Outreach to the Scouting &  Guiding Movements – We provide the space for these programs. 

Outreach to other community groups -  Music schools, & figure skating use our space on 
occasion.

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2009 was a very busy year for the Diamond Valley Pastoral Charge, and a 
number of exciting projects came to fruition.  I would like to begin by thanking Carol 
Williams again for the fine work that she’s been doing with keeping the books in order.  
Due to unusual circumstances like the receipt of the Community Spirit Grant funding, it 
was a little more challenging than usual. 
 

We began 2009 with $6,716 in our bank account, of which $1,221 was available 
for operating funds and the remainder was in various designated reserve funds. We 
finished the year with $11,882 in the bank account, with $3,545 available for operating 
funds. 

 
Total operating revenues for the year were $121,236 and total operating 

expenses were $117,771, for a net increase in cash-on-hand of $3,465. Our original 
budgeted amounts for  operating revenue and expenses were $111,700 and $119,997 
respectively. Some of the additional revenue that was received can be attributed to the 
receipt of the Community Spirit Fund grant that we received, but everyone did a good job 
of keeping expenses in line as well. Due to the fact that we amalgamated all of our cash 
bank accounts into a single account there were no line-of-credit interest charges for 
2009, a savings of $460 over 2008. 

 
Of the $8,467 that we received from the Community Spirit Fund, $2,900 went into 

Building Repairs & Maintenance (the upgrading of the Community Room downstairs), 
$500 went to Special Projects (the community dance), $1,234 went to Assets (computer 
hardware for the Community Room) and the remaining $3,833 was received into 
Operating Funds through Building Use (due to support for our office partners and the 
various youth groups that use the facility on a subsidized basis). The net result for the 
year, taking into account the added operating revenue provided by the Community Spirit 
Fund grant, was essentially break-even, which is substantially better than our forecast 
deficit of $8,700. We have not yet applied for this or any other grants for the 2010 year at 
this time. 

 
The pastoral charge was also able to not only meet its Mission & Service Fund 

target of $5,500, but also to exceed it by over $1,400. 
 

We will continue to hold regular quarterly congregational update meetings at 
which there will be a Treasurer’s report on the current status of the church financials for 
everyone’s review. 
 

There was a great deal of good work accomplished in what was a very 
challenging year economically, and it is a testament to the desire of the members of this 
congregation to make a real difference in this community. Let’s continue going strong in 
2010.

·  Capital Reserve Account currently holds $4,975.60, separate from operating 
funds. The total ‘Designated Funds’ category, which includes the Capital 
Reserve, holds $8,337.19. 

The Dec. 31, 2009 Balance Sheet includes valuations for Long-term Assets that have 
been held constant for at least four years. Assets of this type will appreciate or 
depreciate over time, so the numbers shown cannot be assumed to be consistent with 
actual current valuations. There is no anticipated need to re-evaluate these assets at this 
time other than for insurance purposes.
